celebration of Mass in the Catholic Church. These new liturgical translations will be used in all Catholic i % ‘
Churches in every English speaking country around the world.

Our Prayer and Worship committee has been studying many documents related to the changes, as
well as attending presentations on the Third Edition of the Roman Missal. The new English
translations have been a work-in-progress for a number of years. While the changes are significant,
they are not overwhelming in their scope or familiarity of language. Because a more literal translation
is being utilized, some phrasing and words will sound more formal. There is also a conscious attempt
to highlight the Scriptural basis found in many of the prayers. And while some changes will seem very 55
small, some are more substantial. For exampl ej
with you, o0 will now be answered by the congrege
Creed, the words fAone in being with the Father

Liturgy) does not change. While there are new prayers and new words, The Liturgy of the Word and
the Liturgy of the Eucharist remain unchanged in their order of worship. The words of the hymns that
are used for the opening, communion, and closing will not change. We will still be using our favorite
and familiar hymns as we have in the past. The new translation will give us opportunities to learn new
sung Mass settings, new sung responses, and new music from composers who are inspired by the
opportunities and renewed interest in the liturgy provided by the 3rd Edition of the Roman Missal.
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What will change on November 26th/27th? Some words of the priestébés prayers,
Rite, Gloria, Creed, Eucharistic Prayer, Memorial Acclamations, and Holy, Holy will change. While

some of the changes are not large, we will all have to learn them together. There will, no doubt, be

Mass, in special presentations for our members, and with the students and teachers in the Religious

Education Program and at St Kilian School.

We will be as ready as possible on November 26th and 27th. My greatest hope is that we are able
to use this opportunity to attend to the prayers and music of the liturgy with a renewed interest,
appreciation, and love for our public worship at St Kilian: to pray, serve, and love, together in Christ.
