Mass Appeal  
 

Are you ready for a change?  This question can enthuse some people and worry others.  In the  
mission of Jesus, itôs a question that could have been asked before everything he was about to say.  

For example, at the very beginning of his public ministry, Jesus might have said, ñAre you ready for  
a change?  Repent and believe for the Kingdom of God is at hand.ò 

 

So, are you  ready for a change?  A change for everyone in the Church is coming soon.  On the  
First Sunday of Advent, November 27, 2011 , the English Third Edition of the Roman Missal will 

be introduced in all countries that have English as their official language.  Are the changes for the  
congregation huge?  No.  Are they significant?  Yes. 

 
Why will these changes be made?   Several guiding principles are behind the translation revisions 

in the Mass.  The new translations attempt to make Biblical connections in the prayers more  

apparent, and to render a translation that is more ñliteral.ò  This changes the tone of the language 
somewhat.  You will notice the priest reading longer sentences, sometimes with more complicated 

word order.  Some of those charged with implementing these changes feel that this will effect a 
ñliturgical Englishò that is more formal than conversational English.  Others have questioned whether 

such a change is helpful or will lead to a better understanding of the Liturgy of the Church.  In any 

case, these changes represent the 3rd time that language adaptations have been made since the  
Liturgy began to be celebrated in the vernacular (local) language of the people back in 1965.  Over 

the history of the Church, there have been hundreds of adaptations, local rites, and revisions made in 
the language and format of the Liturgy.  Because the Church is a living body, changes will certainly 

continue to be introduced.  Significant cultural, social, and spirituality shifts have occurred throughout 

the 2,000 years of the Christian Era.  In this context, we can be sure that ñchange happened and 
change will continue to happen.ò 

 
What can we do to prepare for the changes?   One important way to prepare for the changes is 

to read some of the preparatory materials that have been published.  Enclosed in this issue of our 
newsletter is one such publication.  You can also go on-line and read a wide variety of reflections, 

explanations, and summaries of the changes at old.usccb.org/romanmissal/.  While the scope of the 

changes is limited to changes in translation of some parts of the Mass, and while most of the changes 
affect the priest, everyone will have some learning to do.  We will need to learn some new words and 

some new music.  During this transition, worship aides will be provided to help the congregation.  
The pastoral staff and Prayer and Worship Committee have also attended workshops, seminars, and 

informational forums.  As with all the changes in the Liturgy, much of the preparation will be ñon the 

job training,ò or ñpray as you learn and learn as you pray.ò  We will continue to use all our familiar 
hymns.  These are not affected by the new translations.  

 
The Sacramental Life of the Catholic Church is a part of our tradition that has deep roots in the  

worship life of the Jewish people and subsequent developments in the Christian Era.  ñWhy we  
worship together?ò is a more profound and significant reality than changes in language.  In every 

generation of the Church we are called to be a people of prayer, a community of service, and a  

pilgrim people.  We are on a great journey of faith.  On this journey we join to pray, serve, and 
love together in Christ .  In the midst of change, this is what will remain unchanged.  We are 

ready.
